Your entry requirements will be discussed with
you at interview.

Assessment Information:

You are continually assessed throughout the course by building your portfolio of work, which
contains evidence of your competence in each of the practical and related skills. You will also be
required to pass external online tests.

Fees and Financial Support:

This course is free for anyone aged 16 — 18.
